IDA's first credit was to Honduras on May 12, 1961 and provided
$9,000,000 for road-building -- long since completed. By the end of March,
1969, IDA had committed $2,054,500,000 on 150 credits in 47 countries and
disbursed $1,470,213,000,

Underlying are short descriptions of each individual IDA credit
signed during that period. These are arranged by countryf

All IDA development credits are made to the governments concerned
on identical terms: no Principal repayments are to be made for the first
10 vears; thereafter, 1% Per annum is repayable for the next 10 years and
3% per annum is repayable for the final 30 years. The credits are free of
interest, but a service charge of 3/4 of 1% Per annum is pavable on the
amounts withdrawn and outstanding, to meet the administrative costs of IDA,
There never has been a default on payment of the servige charge, No princt-
pal repayments on IDA development credits have been made, since none is due
yet,

Aside from the development credits, five Project preparation credits
are included at the back of this volume. These credits typically cover
costs of engineering or other technical studijes utndertaken Praparatory to
development Projects being worked out in final form aad development credite
being signed., These Project preparvation credits are of varying short
maturities - usually 10 years with 2 years of grace. These credits also
are free of interest but carry the usual service charge of 3/4 of 19 per

annum., There have been no defauits,

Perennial Iirrigation on a large scale was introduced in the Indus 3Basin at the turn of the century,
but lack of suitable drainage facilities led to the progressive deterioration of several millien acres
of fertile land., While at the time of tlie extension of the IDA credit a long-term program was being
worked out to deal with the situation throughout the Basin, detailed plans had already been completed
for control schemes in specific districts, among them the Khairpur area, about 300 niles north of Karachi,

The objective of the Xhairpur project is to rehabilitate farmlands and to stop further deterioraticna
by lowering the ground water level throush pumpinz and drainape. In addition, salt concentrations in
surface soils are to be flushed out by heavy irrigation and drainage. The project will not only prevent
a further decline in productivity, but will make nossible a considerable increase in farm production.

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A more amhitious project had originally been prepared and an IDA credit of $26 million had been
approved., However, it became clear that the project was tdo sophisticated and required too rapid
expansion of Dacca's water supply and sewerase operations. The project was therefore substantially
revised. The major changes from the orieinal project other than the cost reduction are a more eradual
rate of expanding water supply and sewer services, the improved utilization of ground water instead of
developing a more expensive river water source, the rehabilitation and utilization of existing facilities,
both water and sewer, to the maximum extent, and extension of the completion date by one vear.
