Deuxiame Projet Routior

Nous somes heureux du bon achavement des travaux do construction
de la route Douala-Pont du Nkam, en juillet 1978. Les am~nagements routiers
prAvus au projet sont ainsi complatement termin6s.

Le bureau d'1tudes Harris a remis en mai 1978 son rapport final
sur l'entretien routior. I semble quo ce programe excAde de facon
considgrable les ressources techniques et humaines do Is Direction des
Routes et du Parc National, at lea ressources financiares du budget
d'entretien routier. D'autre part le tres ambitieux prograwne d'entretien
propos6 no nous parait pas entierement justifix sur le plan conomique
(voir Annex&). v

Nous ne verrions quo des avantages A ce que, si vous le juges
utile, l'assistance technique du bureau d'tudes BCEOM auprAs do la Direction
des Routes soit prolong6e au dell des deux ans prevus. Cola permettrait
d'une part d'assurer la continuit6 avec l'assistance technique incluse a
partir de juillet 1979 dans le Quatrieme Projet Routier envisag6, d'autre
part do renforcer lea moyens de la Direction des Routes, notamment pour le
suivi de l'6tude do l'axe lourd Douala-Yaoundg (voir Annexe).
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Nous estimons 6galement souhaitable que la pr6paration du
Quatriem Projet Routier envisag6 soit compl6tse par la mise au point d'un
prograrme ddtaillg de formation du personnel de V'entretien routier, afin
de permettre un dfmarrage plus rapide de la r~alisation du projet.

Troisi.me Projet Routier

Nous approuvons
la modification do trac& destin6e A emprunter sur 8,5 km environ la route
Tchontehi-Guider, ainsi que la reconstruction du pont A deux voies sur
le Mayo Louti, le pont existant prtsentatt des signes de faiblesse. Nous
prenons acte do la suppression du projet de la traversie de Garoua, A
laquelle sera substituse, stir financement entiirement camerounaia, la
construction d'une partie du boulevard p4riph6rique de Garoua pr6vu au
plan d'urbanime.

relative au Deuxiame Projet Routier

(Pret 935/Credit 429-CM)

I. Etude de l'Entretien Routier

Comme pr6vu, le bureau d'6tudes Harris a remis en mai 1978 son
Rapport Final, maintenant appeld "Le Sauvetage dtun Patrimoine National -
le R6seau Routier." Dans l'ensemble, ce Rapport Final constitue une nette
amlioration par rapport A celui de Premiere Phase, et le bureau d'6tudes
a tenu compte en gdndral des observations faites par l'Administration et
la Banque.

La principale lacune du rapport r6side toujours dans l'absence
de donnges de base. Sur l'insistance de la Banque, un inventaire sommaire
du personnel a 6t6 6tabli, mais aucun renseignement n'est fourni sur le volume
des opgrations actuelles d'entretien, les co-ts unitaires, la rdpartition
des d6penses, ou l'organisation pratique des travaux. Ainsi le programme
propos6 est-il quelque peu th~orique. Rappelons que c'6tait le r-le du
bureau d'6tudes de recueillir toutes les donnies qui lui 6taient necessaires.
Nous sommes d'ailleurs d'autant plus surpris de cette carence que certains
des renseignements qui manquent a l'6tude Harris figurent dans le Rapport
d'Activitg pour l'ann6e 1976-1977 que vient d'gtablir la Sous Direction de
1'Entretien Routier.

Nous faisons ci-dessous des observations plus ddtaillges sur le
rapport Harris.

Composition des 6quipes et brigades

Le cost du camion de 3,5 tonnes pour les 6quipes de cantonnage
n'est pas r6aliste (1.400.000 FCFA toutes taxes comprises). D'ailleurs,
une camionnette type "pick-up" serait probablement plus adapt~e.

Les 6quipes d'assainissement proposges ne disposent d'aucun moyen
de terrassement, et sont uniquement destinees a poser des buses et couler
des dalots. Tres souvent, il est n6cessaire 6galement de remblayer les
points bas du profil en long d'une route, soit pour franchir un ouvrage
d'assainissement, soit pour 6viter la submersion de la route. Le rapport
n'indique pas comment cela est r6alis6. Le coGt des 6quipes est d'autre
part tres surgvalug (il n'est pas possible de poser 2 buses par jour comme
indiqug).

Les brigades de reprofilage et d'entretien comprennent toutes un
bulldozer dont la pr6sence ne nous parait pas justifige, sauf dans des
circonstances tres particulieres qu'il ne faudrait pas g6n6raliser. Aucune
fr~quence de reprofilage n'est donnde pour ces brigades, auxquelles seul
un r~seau est affect6 (250 km pour les routes nationales et provinciales,
400 km pour les routes d6partementales). Nous pensons que la frdquence
de reprofilage devrait etre li6e au trafic, qui pourrait ^tre divis6 en
classes, et qu'un reprofilage rapide sans compactage serait sans doute plus

rentable sur une partie du r~seau.
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Organisation de l'entretien routier

Le programme propos6 est en grande partie orientg vers l'am~lioration
des routes en terre, parfois qualifi6e d'entretien am~liorant. Cependant,
cette amelioration est ex6cut6e par trois unit6s distinctes: une 6quipe
d'assainissement pour la pose de buses ou ponceuax, une brigade de reprofilage
et entretien courant pour les terrassements g6nsraux (mais du fait que son
seul engin de terrassement est un bulldozer, elle ne peut travailler qu'en
d6blais), une brigade de rechargement pour les matiriaux rapport6s (remblais
et couche de forme). Nous estimons que la coordination de ces trois unit6s
sera tras difficile, et qu'il vaudrait mieux une unitg intfgr6e r~alisant
ces trois op6rations A l'avancement.

Le role des 42 inspecteurs du r~seau nous parait mal d6fini. Ils
controlent un r~seau de la taille d'une subdivision, mais n'ont aucune
responsabilit6 directe. Nous pensons qu'ils font double emploi avec les
chefs de subdivision, et entreront en conflit avec eux.

Enfin, aucune formation particuliare ne semble prevue pour les
330 chefs d'6quipe de cantonnage.

Justification &conomique

Le programme proposg semble plus bas6 sur la notion de niveau de
service que sur celle de rentabilit6 6conomique. Ainsi, le cantonnage et
les brigades de reprofilage et d'entretien courant sont considgrgs comme
indispensables et faisant partie du programme minimum. Le rapport estime
qu'il ne peut y -tre apport6 de justification suppl6mentaire. Ce point de
vue n'est pas acceptable car, dans l'6tat actuel, l'entretien routier ex6cut6
est bien inf~rieur au minimum propos6. Nous pensons qu'une analyse
marginale, bas6e sur la fr6quence des op6rations d'entretien (et non sur le
principe de leur n6cessit6) donnerait une vision plus r~aliste du niveau
d'entretien d6sirable pour des classes de trafic A d6terminer.

Par contre, pour l'entretien courant des routes bitumies, un
calcul 6conomique, bas6 sur la preservation du capital investi, est 6tabli.
La dichotomie utilisge entre entretien courant et entretien p6riodique ne
semble guere rdaliste et le rapport avantages/couts trouv6 6gal A 37 pour
l'entretien courant parait bien grand compar6 a celui de 2,7 d6termin6 pour
1'entretien p6riodique.

Pour le rechargement des routes en terre, l'estimation du trafic
engendr6 est 6norme: 60% du trafic existant pour les routes nationales,
100% pour les routes provinciales, et 160% pour les routes d6partementales.
Ceci, s'ajoutant i la croissance annuelle de 7% du trafic normal, conduit A
des augmentations de trafic irr6alistes sur la durge du programme. Cela
explique le taux de rentabilit6 interne excessif (120%) trouv6 pour le
rechargement des routes nationales.
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Taille du programme

Une analyse &conomique plus fine et basge sur des hypotheses moins
optimistes conduirait certainement A r6duire la taille du programme propose.
Une analyse des ressources techniques et humaines de la Direction des
Routes et du Parc National conduirait d'autre part A 6taler sur une p6riode
beaucoup plus longue la mise en place du programme. Comme indiqu6 plus
haut, cette analyse n'a pas pu &tre fait par suite de l'insuffisance des
donn6es recueillies.

II. Assistance Technique A la Direction des Routes

Trois experts du BCEOM sont charg6s d'aider la Direction des
Routes pendant deux ans:

- un ing6nieur pour l'entretien routier jusqu'en janvier 1979

- un 6conomiste des transports jusqu'en mars 1979

- un ing~nieur pour la gestion des projets routiers jusqu'en
mars 1979.

Le Quatrieme Projet Routier envisag6 pr6voit, entre autres, la
mise en place d'une assistance technique A partir de juillet 1979 pour aider
A la r6alisation d'un programme d'entretien routier et faire d6marrer une
Cellule de Planification Routiere. Pour assurer la liaison avec le projet
envisag6, il est souhaitable que le s~jour de l'ing6nieur en entretien routier
soit prolong6 de 6 mois, et celui de l'6conomiste des transports le soit
de trois mois.

L'ing6nieur pour la gestion des projets routiers travaille notam-
ment sur les constructionsroutieres du Deuxieme Projet Routier (pratiquement
achev6es) et du Troisiame Projet Routier (qui sera achevge en juillet 1979).
Le controle de l'importante 6tude de l'amanagement de l'axe lourd Douala-
Yaound6, qui sera probablement achev~e en totalit6 au d6but de l'ann6e 1980,
n6cessiterait un renforcement de la Direction des Routes. Nous pensons que
le s~jour de l'ing6nieur BCEOM pourrait -tre prolong6 d'environ un an,
jusqu'en mars 1980. Cet ing6nieur est actuellement chargg de former un
adjoint technique routier. Il serait souhaitable de lui affecter comme
homologue un des ing6nieurs camerounais r6cemment entr6s A la Direction
des Routes afin de rentabiliser au mieux sa pr6sence.

1. According to Terms of Reference dated October 5, 1978, Mr. Ostenc
visited Cameroon from October 14-25 and Mr. Cadario from October 14-18, 1978
to supervise the Second and Third Highway Projects, and prepare the proposed
Douala-Yaound6 Road Project. Attached is our Back-to-Office and Full Report.
Mr. Ostenc and Mrs. Finne, Economist, WAPHW, also post-appraised the proposed
Fourth Highway Project. Their Back-to-Office and Full Report was issued on
November 3, 1978.

2. The Second Highway Project is practically complete, except for the
technical assistance to the Department of Highways, which should be extended
to March 1980. Because of the devaluation of the US Dollar, there is an over-
run of about US$9.0 million (8% of the total project cost). This overrun will
be totally borne by the Government.

3. Implementation of the Third Highway Project is progressing well.
The Government has ordered some changes in the design of the Garoua-Figuil
road. These changes, although not entirely justified, should be accepted by
the Bank. Because of the devaluation of the US Dollar, there is an overrun
of US$2.7 million at current exchange rates (9% of the total project cost).
This overrun will be entirely borne by the Government.

4. The Government and the Bank agreed on the design standards for the
Douala-Yaound6 road. The consultants should issue their draft feasibility
study by end-February 1979. Project appraisal should be scheduled for
May 1979 in order to allow for construction to start in October 1980, the
beginning of the dry season.

1. Project implementation is now satisfactory, and the project is nearing completion.
2. Construction of the Douala-Pont du N'Kam road (161 km) was satisfactorily completed in
July 1978, after a one-year delay. Construction of the Pont du Noun-Foumban road (50 km) and of
the Figuil-Mora section (163 km) of the Garoua-Mora road was completed in December 1976 and
July 1977, respectively. The Garoua-Figuil section (95 km) of this road was deleted because of
the overall project cost overrun. Its construction started in April 1978 under the Third Highway
Project.

3. The Highway Maintenance Study final report was issued in May 1978, but lacks adequate field
data. The proposed five-year road maintenance program is not fully economically justified and
largely exceeds the Government's manpower and financial resources.
4. Three technical assistance experts have been helping the Department of Highways since
May 1978. The duration of their stay should be extended by a total of 21 man-months to ensure
continuity with the proposed Fourth Highway Project and assist the Government with thepreparation,
of the proposed Douala-Yaound6 Road Project. The Government also agreed to hire a training experl
for three months to complete preparation of the proposed Fourth Highway Project.
5. The Second Phase of the forestry study, consisting of a reconnaisance of possible improve-
ments in the road network serving forestry areas, should be completed by December 1978.

Le bureau d'6tudes Harris a remis en mai 1978 son rapport final
sur l'entretien routier. Il semble que ce programme excede de fagon
considdrable les ressources techniques et humaines de la Direction des
Routes et du Parc National, et les ressources financiires du budget
d'entretien routier. D'autre part le tres ambitieux programme d'entretien
propos6 ne nous parait pas entiarement justifig sur le plan 6conomique
(voir Annexe).

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Organisation de l'entretien routier

Le programme propos6 est en grande partie orient6 vers l'amilioration
des routes en terre, parfois qualifi6e d'entretien am~liorant. Cependant,
cette amelioration est ex6cutge par trois unites distinctes: une 6quipe
d'assainissement pour la pose de buses ou ponceuax, une brigade de reprofilage
et entretien courant pour les terrassements g6n6raux (mais du fait que son
seul engin de terrassement est un bulldozer, elle ne peut travailler qu'en
d6blais), une brigade de rechargement pour les matdriaux rapport6s (remblais
et couche de forme).

Le role des 42 inspecteurs du r~seau nous parait mal d6fini. Ils
controlent un r~seau de la taille d'une subdivision, mais n'ont aucune
responsabilit6 directe. Nous pensons qu'ils font double emploi avec les
chefs de subdivision, et entreront en conflit avec eux.

Enfin, aucune formation particuliere ne semble pr6vue pour les
330 chefs d'6quipe de cantonnage.

Justification 6conomique

Le programme propos6 semble plus bas6 sur la notion de niveau de
service que sur celle de rentabilit6 6conomique. Ainsi, le cantonnage et
les brigades de reprofilage et d'entretien courant sont consid6rns comme
indispensables et faisant partie du programme minimum. Le rapport estime
qu'il ne peut y &tre apportg de justification suppl6mentaire. Ce point de
vue n'est pas acceptable car, dans l'6tat actuel, l'entretien routier ex6cutg
est bien infdrieur au minimum proposg. Nous pensons qu'une analyse
marginale, basge sur la fr6quence des op6rations d'entretien (et non sur le
principe de leur nacessit&) donnerait une vision plus r6aliste du niveau

d'entretien d6sirable pour des classes de trafic a d6terminer.

Par contre, pour l'entretien courant des routes bitum6es, un
calcul 6conomique, basG sur la pr6servation du capital investi, est 6tabli.
La dichotomie utilisde entre entretien courant et entretien p6riodique ne
semble guere r~aliste et le rapport avantages/co-ts trouv6 6gal a 37 pour
l'entretien courant parait bien grand comparG a celui de 2,7 d6terming pour
1'entretien p6riodique.

Pour le rechargement des routes en terre, l'estimation du trafic
engendr6 est 6norme: 60% du trafic existant pour les routes nationales,
100% pour les routes provinciales, et 160% pour les routes ddpartementales.
Ceci, s'ajoutant a la croissance annuelle de 7% du trafic normal, conduit a
des augmentations de trafic irr6alistes sur la dur6e du programme. Cela
explique le taux de rentabilit6 interne excessif (120%) trouv6 pour le

rechargement.des routes nationales.
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Nous appr6cierions que vous nous transmettiez pour avis, des
qu'ils auront 6td 6tablis, les documents modificatifs au march6 pass6 avec
le bureau d'6tudes, et le coUt pr6visible de l'6tude en sus du montant
d6jA inscrit au budget pour la financer.

Nous faisons ci-dessous des observations plus d6taillges sur le

rapport Harris.

Composition des equipes et brigades

Le coUt du camion de 3,5 tonnes pour les 6quipes de cantonnage

n'est pas rnaliste (1.400.000 FCFA toutes taxes comprises). D'ailleurs,

une camionnette type "pick-up" serait probablement plus adapt~e.

Les 6quipes d'assainissement propos6es ne disposent d'aucun moyen

de terrassement, et sont uniquement destin6es a poser des buses et couler
des dalots. Tres souvent, il est n6cessaire 6galement de remblayer les

points bas du profil en long d'une route, soit pour franchir un ouvrage

d'assainissement, soit pour 6viter la submersion de la route. Le rapport
n'indique pas comment cela est r6alisg. Le cout des 6quipes est d'autre

part tres suravalu6 (il n'est pas possible de poser 2 buses par jour comme

indiqu6).

Les brigades de reprofilage et d'entretien comprennent toutes un

bulldozer dont la pr6sence ne nous parait pas justifide, sauf dans des

circonstances tres particulieres qu'il ne faudrait pas g6n6raliser.

Troisieme Projet Routier

Le Gouvernement a d~cid6 un certain nombre de modifications au

projet initial de construction de la route Garoua-Figuil. Nous approuvons
la modification de trac6 destin6e a emprunter sur 8,5 km environ la route
Tchontchi-Guider, ainsi que la reconstruction du pont a deux voies sur
le Mayo Louti, le pont existant pr6sentant des signes de faiblesse. Nous
prenons acte de la suppression du projet de la travers6e de Garoua, a
laquelle sera substitude, sur financement entierement camerounais, la
construction d'une partie du boulevard p6riph6rique de Garoua pr6vu au
plan d'urbanisme.

La mission a 6voqu6 avec vos services les difficult6s qui doivent
etre r~solues avant que le projet puisse -tre ndgoci6, et notre repr6sentant
r6sident poursuit actuellement la discussion avec le Gouvernement.

Projet d'Axe Lourd Douala-Yaound6

Il y a accord total entre le Gouvernement du Cameroun et la Banque
sur les caract~ristiques a donner au projet telles que d6finies dans notre lettre
du 11 ao^Ut 1978. Nous prenons aussi note de la decision du Gouvernement de
retenir la variante de trac6 contournant Ed6a par le Sud. Le bureau d'6tudes
Gauff s'est engag6 A remettre l'avant projet sommaire et l'6tude 6conomique
fin f6vrier 1979, et la minute du dossier d'appel d'offres fin aout 1979.
Nous voudrions insister sur le respect absolu de ces dates pour permettre

la recherche du co-financement et 1'6valuation du projet assez t^t afin
de permettre le d6marrage effectif des travaux en octobre 1980, ddbut de la
saison seche.
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Taille du programme

Une analyse 6conomique plus fine et bas6e sur des hypotheses moins
optimistes conduirait certainement a rdduire la taille du programme propos6.
Une analyse des ressources techniques et humaines de la Direction des
Routes et du Parc National conduirait d'autre part A 6taler sur une p6riode
beaucoup plus longue la mise en place du programme. Comme indiqu6 plus
haut, cette analyse n'a pas pu ^tre fait par suite de l'insuffisance des
donnges recueillies.

II. Assistance Technique A la Direction des Routes

Trois experts du BCEOM sont charg6s d'aider la Direction des
Routes pendant deux ans:

- un ing6nieur pour l'entretien routier jusqu'en janvier 1979

- un 6conomiste des transports jusqu'en mars 1979

- un ing~nieur pour la gestion des projets routiers jusqu'en
mars 1979.

Le Quatrieme Projet Routier envisag6 pr6voit, entre autres, la
mise en place d'une assistance technique a partir de juillet 1979 pour aider
A la r6alisation d'un programme d'entretien routier et faire d6marrer une
Cellule de Planification Routiare. Pour assurer la liaison avec le projet
envisag6, il est souhaitable que le sijour de l'ingdnieur en entretien routier
soit prolong6 de 6 mois, et celui de l'6conomiste des transports le soit
de trois mois.

L'ing6nieur pour la gestion des projets routiers travaille notam-
ment sur les constructionsroutieres du Deuxieme Projet Routier (pratiquement
achevies) et du Troisieme Projet Routier (qui sera achev~e en juillet 1979).
Le contr~ole de l'importante 6tude de l'am~nagement de l'axe lourd Douala-
Yaound6, qui sera probablement achev~e en totalit6 au d6but de l'ann~e 1980,
n~cessiterait un renforcement de la Direction des Routes. Nous pensons que
le s6jour de l'ing6nieur BCEOM pourrait 9tre prolong6 d'environ un an,
jusqu'en mars 1980. Cet ing6nieur est actuellement charg6 de former un
adjoint technique routier. Il serait souhaitable de lui affecter comme
homologue un des ing~nieurs camerounais racemment entris a la Direction
des Routes afin de rentabiliser au mieux sa presence.

SECOND HIGHWAY PROJECT

Project Implementation

Road Construction

1. Construction of the Douala-Pont du N'Kam road was divided into two
sections: Douala-Loum (93 km) and Loum-Pont du N'Kam (68 km). The two sections
were satisfactorily completed on June 7 and July 7, 1978, respectively, after a
one-year delay.

2. The project provided for limited strengthening of 9.6 km of the existing
Loum-Pont du N'Kam section, north of N'Kongsamba. This road parallels the town
bypass.built under the project and is only used to link the bypass with the north-
ern district of N'Kongsamba. The existing poor alignment of the road was kept, but
a 0.8 km spur was also built to provide more direct access from the town center
to the bypass. To reduce construction costs, pavement width on the last 6 km of
the section near Pont du N'Kam, where traffic is lighter, was reduced to 6 m with
a simple overlay of 7 cm-thick bituminous concrete, instead of the full pavement
reconstruction to 7 m width originally planned.

3. Construction of the Pont du Noun-Foumban road (50 km) was satisfacto-
rily completed in late December 1976, after a 4-1/2 month delay. The Government
has accepted the contractor's claim for additional payments to cover price esca-
lation on the advance payment and increase in compaction specifications. The
contractor is still claiming compensation for the reduction in the percentage of
payment in DM (CFAF 14 million) and interest on delayed payments (CFAF 10 million),
and deletion of penalties for late completion of works (CFAF 61 million). An
amicable settlement can be expected.

4. Construction of the Figuil-Mora section (163 km) of the Garoua-Mora
road was satisfactorily completed in June 1977. The Garoua-Figuil section (95 km)
was deleted from the project to reduce the overall cost overrun. Construction of
this section started in April 1978 under the Third Highway Project and the works
should be completed in July 1979.

Highway Maintenance Study

5. As expected, consultants Harris (US) submitted their Final Report for
the highway maintenance study in May 1978. As in previous reports, the basic
shortcoming is the lack of field data. At the Bank's insistence, the consultants
prepared a rough inventory of the staff engaged in road maintenance activities,
but gave no information on actual maintenance output, unit costs, expenditures,
or the organization of maintenance operations. Thus the proposed five-year main-
tenance program is somewhat theoretical. This is the more unacceptable as the
Division of Road Maintenance has just issued a long report on its operations for
FY77. Although incomplete, their report gives some idea of road maintenance out-
put, and of the methods used and difficulties encountered in carrying it out.
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6. The Harris report, now entitled "The Preservation of a National Herit-
age--The Road Network," was prepared under strong pressure from the Department of
Highways, and the consultants warn that the ambitious program may exceed the
Government's manpower resources. The consultants have taken into account many of
the Bank's comments on the First Phase Report, and the design of the program has
been greatly improved. However there are still serious deficiencies regarding:

(a) the composition of some units, e.g. a bulldozer is supposed to
assist each grading/compacting unit, and no simple grading is
carried out;

(b) the coordination of the three units needed to rehabilitate unpaved
roads and the role of the proposed road inspectors; and

(c) the economic justification, which generally uses optimistic assump-
tions and does not include any marginal analysis.

The mission's overall assessment is that the proposed program is not fully econom-
ically justified and largely exceeds the Government's manpower and financial
resources.

Technical Assistance to the Department of Highways

7. Three technical assistance experts from consultants BCEOM (France) are
being provided to the Department of Highways (DH): one road maintenance engineer,
one transport economist, and one road engineer to assist in road project management.
.The first expert's stay will end in January 1979, and those of the two others in
March 1979. Additional technical assistance for road maintenance and road planning
is included in the proposed Fourth Highway Project, scheduled to start in July 1979.
To ensure continuity of technical assistance, DH is eager to extend the stays of the
road maintenance engineer and of the transport economist to June 1979. The experts
are doing a useful job and the Bank should agree to extend their services.

8. BCEOM's road engineer is assisting DH in the management of the Second
and Third Highway Projects, and training a senior technician. DH would also like
him to help supervise the Douala-Yaoundg road study, for which the Bank would
provide partial retroactive financing under the proposed Fourth Highway Project.

Forestry Studies

10. The forestry expert submitted his draft final report in late 1977. The
report identifies major constraints in the development of timber production. The
main bottleneck is the unsatisfactory transport network which impedes evacuation
of logs to the seaports. In a follow-up study, the Centre Technique Forestier
Tropical (CTFT, France) is investigating possible improvements in the transport
network serving forestry areas. In agreement with the Bank, the Abong-Mbang-
Akonolinga-Yaoundg road (236 km) and Sangmelima-Ebolowa-Kribi road (288 km) with
a spur to Campo (70 km) have been selected. The draft final report should be
ready in December 1978.

11. The project also provides for technical assistance to the Ministry of
Agriculture to assist in the definition of a forestry policy and in the improvement
of institutions dealing with forestry. This was first delayed by the Government's
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apparent reluctance to deal with these issues, but the Ministry of Agriculture
recently proposed a candidate of whom the Bank approved.

Financial Status of the Project

12. The new project cost estimates (CFAF 26,284 million, Annex IV) are in
line with estimates of the April 29, 1977 Supervision Report (CFAF 27,441 million).
However, most of the construction contracts included a fixed exchange rate for
the payment of the foreign cost of the works in heavy currencies (Deutsche Mark
and Swiss Franc). As the fixed rates were set when bids were called (early 1974),
and the value of the US Dollar has declined, the foreign cost of the project ex-
pressed in US Dollars has increased. Because of these currency realignments, an
overrun of about US$9.0 million (about 8% of the total project cost) is now to be
expected (Annex V). The Bank stopped disbursements from the civil works category
in August 1978, as this category was overdrawn. The Government has budgeted funds
for FY79 to cover the full project overrun.

Projects Officer and Loan Officer: The Projects Officer and Loan Officer with primary responsibility for the project.

SECTION 1 - Summary Project Description: Provide as complete a description of the project as the space allows. If
necessary, a more detailed description can be included in an appendix to the supervision report.

SECTION 2 - Performance Rating: The "status" rating should provide a view of the project situation in terms of its
basic objectives and the Bank's expectations at the time the loan/credit was signed. "Moderate problems" can be char-
acterized as difficulties worth recording because they have some potential of becoming major in the future, but which
presently are not serious enough to cause concern about the successful completion of the project or the financial sit-
uation of the project entity.

THIRD HIGHWAY PROJECT

Project Implementation

1. The main project component is the reconstruction to two-lane standards
of the Garoua-Figuil road, deleted from the Second Highway Project. As the Gov-
ernment was eager to proceed with reconstruction under the advantageous terms
proposed by contractor Wayss and Freitag in late 1977 (para. 2), the project,
appraised in October 1977, was approved by the Board on January 31, 1978 under
an emergency procedure. The Loan Agreement was signed on April 3, 1978, but
Loan effectiveness was postponed until October 17, 1978 as the Government delayed
provision of the external debt letter.

Road Reconstruction

2. Under the Second Highway Project in November 1974, contractor Wayss
and Freytag (Germany) was awarded the contract for the Garoua-Figuil-Mora road
(261 km). Because of project cost overruns, the Government never gave the order
to proceed with the Garoua-Figuil section (95 km). In October 1977, the con-
tractor offered to reactivate the contract for the Garoua-Figuil section with a
5% reduction on the original bid price--plus price escalation--provided work
could start immediately. The contractor satisfactorily completed construction
of the Figuil-Mora section in July 1977 and expected to benefit from the con-
tinuity of working on the Garoua-Figuil section. The Government accepted the
proposal, with the Bank's agreement. Actually, the contractor took longer than
anticipated to remobolize, and works did not start at full scale until April 1978.
At end-October 1978, 30 km of road had been completed, and the sub-base course
laid on another 5 km, corresponding to 30% of the total amount of the works.
Construction should be completed on schedule in July 1979, except perhaps for
two bridges recently added by the Government (para. 6).

3. The Government has also extended the contract of consultants Lamarre-
Valois/Ing~route (Canada/France) for supervision of works. The consultants'
team arrived in December 1977 and comprises a road engineer/mission leader, an
administrative superintendant, an earth-moving and pavement supervisor, a struc-
tures supervisor and two surveyors. The mission leader is new and the consultants
are experiencing a difficult start.

4. The Government has decided to make two major changes in the road's
alignment. First, it has deleted a 4.5 km section crossing the town of Garoua.
For political reasons, the Government will finance construction of a 5.5 km
bypass, part of the beltway included in Garoua's master plan. Although the
bypass will only serve a small amount of transit traffic and is not economically
justified, its design standards are high: a four-lane divided highway with a
22-m roadway. Construction cost is estimated at US$6 million and bids have
already been called.

5. Second, the Government has obtained a loan from Saudi Arabia for the
construction to paved standards of the Tchonchi-Guider road (30 km), a spur
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starting at Tchonchi on the Garoua-Figuil road. As the alignment of the two
roads would be nearly parallel for a few kilometers, the Government has decided
to detour the Garoua-Figuil road on 8.5 km along the Tchonchi-Guider road. This
decision makes sense as it will reduce construction costs by US$1.5 million,
bypass an existing one-lane bridge in need of repair on Mayo Sorawell, and
improve the horizontal and vertical alignment of the Garoua-Figuil road, whose
total length will be increased by 2.5 km.

6. The Government has also decided to reconstruct to. two-lane standards
the two existing one-lane bridges which were to be kept on Mayos Louti and Oulo.
Total spans will be 125 and 100 m, respectively. The bridge on Mayo Louti is a
30-year-old steel bridge needing extensive repairs, and its reconstruction,
estimated at US$1.5 million, can be accepted. The bridge on Mayo Oulo is a
15 year-old prestressed bridge in excellent condition. Several other one-lane
bridges have been kept on both roads north and south of the Garoua-Figuil road.
Thus, there is no rationale for constructing a new bridge, estimated to cost
US$1.4 million, on Mayo Oulo. The Government will entirely finance this bridge
as a project cost overrun (para. 8).

Technical Assistance and Fellowships

7. The project provides for one economist/statistician to the Planning
and Coordination Unit (PCU) of the Ministry of Transport, and four fellowships.
Consultants BCEOM (France) are already providing one economist to PCU under the
Technical Assistance Project (Credit 673-CM). BCEOM's proposal for providing
an economist/statistician and assisting PCU in selecting candidates for fellow-
ships is being discussed with the Government.

Project Cost

8. The current project cost estimate, expressed in CFAF, is in line with
the appraisal estimate. However, the road construction costs borne by the Bank
are paid to the contractor mainly in Deutsche Marks. As shown in Annex II, the
recent devaluation of the US Dollar vis-A-vis the Deutsche Mark induced a US$2.7
million overrun at current exchange rates (about 9% of total project cost). This
overrun will be entirely borne by the Government.

Preparation of the Douala-Yaound6 Road Project

1. Following the agreement between the Bank and the Government in
July 1978, confirmed by the Bank's letter of August 11, 1978, on the two-lane
standard, the Government sent to consultants Gauff (Germany) terms of reference
for the economic study. Gauff amplified them with a supplementary outline of
the methodology, which is satisfactory. It should produce an economic justifi-
cation in a way acceptable to the Bank.

2. The alignment near Edea apparently remains the subject of lively
political discussion. While the northern one would be about 12 km shorter,
connections to Edea would be required in any event, approximately along the
proposed southern route. The latter would possibly have greater development
potential, as a better link to the Edea and Kribi regions. We advised the
Government to select one or the other, the sole criterion being the economic
justification of the selected alignment. The Government appears to have fi-
nally selected the southern alignment.

3. We cautioned the Government that careful provision should be made
for adequate traffic dispersal at the road's termini in Douala and Yaoundg.
But we warned that any attempt to upgrade the links and construct sections of
urban expressways (boulevards pgriph6riques are contemplated in both cities)
could raise urban transport questions. As these would have to be satisfacto-
rily resolved before the Bank became involved in the project, we pointed out
the possible delays that could result, and suggested that simple and straight-
forward traffic engineering measures be adopted.

4. The preliminary engineering and economic study should be finished by
late February 1979, and the draft detailed engineering and bidding documents
by August 1979. We propose that the project be appraised in May 1979. This
would allow ample time for mobilizing co-financers and for bid opening before
Board Presentation, for a start of construction in late 1980, at the beginning
of the dry season.

1. On or about October 13, 1978, you will arrive in Cameroon, Mr. Ostenc
from headquarters for about twelve days, Mrs. Finne from CAE and Mr. Cadario
from Guinea for about six days, to supervise, post-appraise and prepare the
above projects. En route to Cameroon, Mr. Ostenc will stop one day in Paris
to interview two candidates for Bank employment.

2. You will in particular:

A. Second Highway Project (Messrs. Ostenc and Cadario)

(a) review the progress of construction on the Douala-Kekem
road;

(b) review the progress of CTFT's reconnaissance study of
possible improvements in the transport network serving
forestry areas;

(c) review consultant Harris' final report for the road
maintenance study;

(d) update the cost estimates; and

(e) start collecting data for the Project Completion Report.

B. Third Highway Project (Mr. Ostenc)

SUBJECT: CAMEROON: Second Highway Project
Forestry Transport Study Phase 2

1. In accordance with Terms of Reference dated August 30, 1978, I dis-
cussed progress of the above study with consultants Centre Technique
Forestier Tropical (CTFT) in Paris September 22/25. The main aspects
discussed are listed below.

Study Scope

2. The study will provide information and recommendations on the
current and potential production of forest products by major regions,
transport operational costs and heavy duty highway investment costs (to
preliminary engineering) for two proposed road projects: (a) Abong Mbang-
Akonolinga1amande; (b) Sangmelima-Ebolowa-Kribi/Campo.

Study Rationale

3. The rationale for determining upon heavy duty roads is that secondary
roads can be and are provided for by concessionaires but the main-roads
are an integral part of the national transport system. The choice of
roads is determined in the Abong Mbang case, by a need to open up an area
poorly served by road and for which a direct rail link is unsuitable (see
annex map), by an improved road to Yaounde (which would thus connect by rail
or road to Douala). The Sangmelima-Kribi project is in the short term
consistent with evacuation via Mbalmayo and the Yaoundc-Douala "corridor,"
in the medium term with port development in the Kribi area, and in the long
term perhaps with road extension to evacuate timber from the virgin Yokodouma
region.

Problems

4. The study will be strong on production, operations and investment costs,
but probably rather weak in terms of economic analysis. This should not
prove a major problem. More serious, however, is the fact that the study
is not concerned with institutional factors (which were to be dealt with
by provision of consultant services by a forestry economist, an -appointment
which has not materialised due to government reluctance). Thus, in parti-
cular, the impact of taxation levels upon the attractiveness of Cameroon to
concessionaries will not be addressed, nor will the implications of weaknesses
in forestry sector management. Government attention will have to be drawn
to these issues in the course of review of the study.
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Timing

5. The draft final report should be ready in early December 1978. A
FAO/CP forestry sector survey mission is tentatively scheduled for Febru-
ary 1979. It should thus be possible to review the report and discuss its
conclusions with government in early 1979. This should give government ade-
quate time to consider their response to issues directly and indirectly
related to the study (such as road characteristics, vehicle axle weights
and the tax issue) before the arrival of the sector survey mission.

SUBJECT: Cameroon Forest Road Study.

1. The attach report refer to the study carried out by CTFT
between mid April and mid July 1978, and financed by the Bank Transport
Project. I am not familiar with the geography of the country, but their
preliminary recommendation on the road development to improve forest
products extraction make sense. However, I have the following observations
on the report :

(a) in the annex to the preliminary report, giving the 2 alternatives
on the costs of road transport, it would appear that they
have assumed the proposed road cost to be a "sunk cost". It is
possible that this very important point will be adequately
covered by the second phase referred to by the Minister in the
covering letter, but

(b) the cost of this second phase study has not been estimated, nor
has the fact of who will pay for it. This should be discussed
as soon as possible.

2. These studies will be of value to our proposed Sector Survey
of Cameroon and would mean that we could perhaps dispense with a roads
engineer on the mission, by accepting the findings of the CTFT studies.

Highway Maintenance Study

1. On May 17, 1978, Mr. de Gaster, Senior Vice President of
Frederic R. Harris, Inc. (US), consultant for the above study, called
me to inquire about the payment of their latest application (No. 206 of
March 22, 1978 amounting to US$68,116.56). I told him that this payment
depends on receipt of clarifications the Bank has requested from the
Government, and suggested that he refer the matter to the Ministry of
Equipment and Housing in Cameroon.

2. I have now reviewed the financial situation of Phase I of the
study, which is as follows. The original contract provided for 34 man-
months of services by expatriate professionals. The consultants argued
that their report had been delayed because the Government had not submitted
essential data in a timely fashion. In spite of the fact that the scope
of the study had been reduced in the meantime, the consultants requested
an increase of 11 man months in their letter of November 16, 1976. On
December 13, 1977, the Government approved Amendment No. 1 to the consultants'
contract increasing Phase I by 18.6 man-months. The Bank asked for clarifi-
cation of this increase (letter of February 9, 1978 and cable of April 26, 1978),
but has received no answer from the Government to date. However, the total
payments actually claimed by the consultants and approved by the Government
for Phase I from February 1976 to June 19771/ amount to 61.1 man-months,
or 8.5 man-months in excess of what is provided under Amendment No. 1.

3. On May 19, 1978, the Bank sent the attached cabl to the Government
explaining that the Bank was compelled not to proceed with payments under
the Harris contract until the Government re-examined the invoices bubmitted
by the consultants for Phase I.

1.- Justification of the Extension of Time for The Phase I Report :

By a photocopy of my letter nO 035/L/MINEH/DR./10 of 10th Febrwury
1977 to the Minister of Economic and Plan, please be informed of the reasons
for the extension in time for the Phase I of the Study. This letter was writ-.
ten afeter a thorough examination of the Consultant *s application for a time
extension of 3 months, detailed to 13 man-months. Only 11 man-months Ias consS
dered reasonable. The letter is self-explanatory. Here attached also is a co-
py of the minutes of the sixth coordinating committee mee;ing in which Mr.
OSTENC participated.

2.- Justification for the Increase of Time Extension from 11 man-
months to 18.6 man-months as in Variation Order n' I ( Avenunt
n* 1)

On February 20th 1977, there was a meeting to review the progress
of the Consultant in Yaounde. In this meeting Mr. DE GASTER represented the
Consultant and Mr. OSTENC represented the World Bank. According to the repr)
sentative of the World Bank the Phase I report as presented by the Consul$"It
was too general, and so, the report had to be redone giving specific deuiSls
of the execution of the proposed five-year maintenance programme com;ete
with economic justificatiOR.

The Consultant accepted to redo the work as demanded but contested
that he will require the following experts for 3 months :

I Economist
- I Highways Maintenance Expert
- 1 Equipment Expert
- 1 Organistation Expert

*../... 2
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This gave a total of 12nan-months. It was agreed that the 12 man-months be

broken down as fellows :

8 man-months for Phase 1
4 man-months for Phase 2

On June 23rd 197T during another visit of Mr. OSTENC it was computed

from our records that :

a) - By the end of March 19T6, the Consultant had been paid the price
of 56.6 man-months by payment Vouchers ns I to 14.

b)- Adding the 8 man-months for the First Phase aa above gives 56.6 + 8
= 64.6 man-months for the Phase

c) - The original contract stipulated 34 man-months for the Phase 1.

Adding the approved time extension of 1i man-months, gives 34 + 11 = 45 man-
months

d) - The difference between 64.6 man-months and 45 man-months is 19.6
man-months outstanding.

It was unanimously agreed upon that 7.6 man-months of the 19.6 man-
months should be the responsibility of the ADMINISTRATION while the Consultant
took charge of th* remaining 12 man-months. The overall responsibility of the

Administration thus amounted to ti man-months plus T.6 man-months giving
18.6 man-months which appears on Variation Order n6 1. Attached is a photoco-
py of a letter from the Consultant accepting the 12 man-months responsibility.

3.- Feeder Roads :

In the preliminary report of the Consultant a general review of the
Feeder Roads was included. During the first Coordinating Committee, the ADMI-
NISTRATION contented itself with the general review as presented by the consul-
tant because a more detailed study posed numerous difficulties.

The World Bank has recently launched a separate programme for rural
roads ( feeder roads) which is actually in operation right now.

So it would have appeared unreasonable to deduct time for the partial
exclusion of feeder roads from the study because time extension for the Pha-
se I of the study became necessary and was granted. Besides the time to indul-
ge in the study of rural roads cannot be precisely detemined.

Incidentally, the World Bank contributed to some of the delays in the
study ; particularly, the time it took for the World Bank Comments to be re-
ceived. It is worthwhile mentioning that the World Banks comments usually
came in so late that it constituted more somewhat a hindrance than help. They
characteriscally came several weeks after the Coordinating Committee meetings
were held.

Project Execution

Road Construction

1. Construction of the Douala-Pont du N'Kam road is divided into
two lots: Douala-Loum (93 km) and Loum-Pont du N'Kam (68 km). On both
lots, the contractors started working slowly in early 1975, but works are
now progressing well. Because of delays in freeing the right of way and
borrow pits, and an increase in the volume of earth moving, the Government
extended the construction period from 30 to 42 months, up to June 1978.

2. At end-March 1978 all structures, earth moving and sub-base course
on the Douala-Loum section had been completed, and 84 km of base course and
82 km of surfacing had been laid. The works are expected to be completed
by end-May 1978. As the Department of Highways (DH) was unable to free the
quarry which was to provide crushed stone for the base course on the last
third of the road section, it authorized the contractor to use stabilized
laterite instead, which increases transportation costs.

3. On the Loum-Pont du N'Kam section, the project provides for the
strengthening of 9.6 km of the existing road, north of Nkongsamba, which
will be parallel to a new city bypass and would only be used to link the
bypass with the northern district of Nkongsamba. At the Bank's suggestion,
DH has decided to include in the project a direct and much shorter align-
ment (0.8 km) to link the bypass and the city center. However, DH still
insists on a full strengthening of the existing road. To reduce construc-
tion cost, DH has decided that on the last 6 km of the section near Pont
du N'Kam, where traffic is lower, pavement width will be reduced to 6 m
with a simple overlay of 7 cm-thick bituminous concrete, instead of a full
pavement reconstruction to 7 m width. Total construction length is 78.4 km.
At the end of March 1978, all structures, 77.6 km of earth moving and sub-base
course and 67 km of surfacing had been completed. The works should be com-
pleted in early July 1978.

4. Construction of the Pont du Noun-Foumban road (50 km) was satis-
factorily completed in late December 1976, after a 4-1/2 month delay. The
Government has accepted the contractor's claim for additional payments to
cover price escalation on advance payment and increase in compaction speci-
fications. The contractor is still claiming compensation for the reduction
of percentage of payment in DM (CFAF 14 million) and interest on delayed
payments (CFAF 10 million), and deletion of penalties for late completion of
works (CFAF 61 million). An amicable settlement can be expected.
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5. Construction of the Figuil-Mora section (163 km) 6f the Garoua-
Mora road was satisfactorily completed in June 1977. The southern section,
Garoua-Figuil (95 km), was deleted from the project to reduce its overall cost
overrun. Construction of this section actually started in March 1978 under
the Third Highway Project and the works should be completed in June 1979.

Highway Maintenance Study

6. Frederic R. Harris, Inc. (US) was awarded the highway maintenance
study and began work in early March 1976. The First Phase of the study was
to have been completed in seven months, by September 1976, but the six-
volume First Phase Report was not delivered in full until mid-February 1977.
The Bank found the report unsatisfactory and conveyed comprehensive comments
to the Government in its telex of March 14 and letter of April 7, 1977.

7. With a new team in the field, the consultants totally revised their
work in June-August 1977. However, their amended report, issued in early
September 1977, was improved, but still unsatisfactory. In October 1977,
a Bank mission defined with the Government the framework of a possible
maintenance program. The Bank also sent extensive comments on the amended
report in its letter of November 30, 1977.

8. In early January 1978, the consultants, again with a new team,
started the Second Phase of the study, consisting of a more detailed
analysis of the program worked out under the First Phase. They issued
their draft final report in mid-April 1978. The final report, incorporating
the Government's comments on the draft, should be ready by mid-May 1978.

9. On December 13, 1977, the Government approved Amendment No. 1 to
the consultants' contract. This amendment deleted the part of the study of
feeder roads (which the consultants had not carried out) and concurrently
increased the number of man-months authorized under the First Phase by about
55%. By letter of February 9, 1978, the Bank requested Government clarifi-
cation of this apparent contradiction between a reduction in the size of the
study and an increase in its cost. The mission could not obtain a clear
explanation from DH and pressed for an answer to the Bank's letter.

Technical Assistance to Various Ministries

10. Three technical assistance experts from consultants BCEOM (France)
are being provided to DH under the project: one road engineer to assist
in road project management, one road maintenance engineer, and one transport
economist. To date, the Government has been unable to provide counterparts
and the three experts are principally used to perform operational tasks
without being able to train Cameroonian professionals.

11. In late 1977, Mr. Huet, a French forestry expert, submitted his
draft report of the first phase of the forestry study, identifying major
constraints in the development of timber production. The main bottleneck
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is the unsatisfactory transport network which impedes evacuation of logs
to the seaports. Under the Second Phase of the study (April-October 1978),
two experts from CTFT (Centre Technique Forestier Tropical, France) will
carry out a reconnaissance of possible improvements in the transport network
serving forestry areas.

Financial Status of the Project

12. The new cost estimates of the project (CFAF 26,574 million,
Annex III) are in line with estimates of the previous Supervision Report,
dated April 29, 1977 (CFAF 27,441 million). However, most of the construc-
tion contracts include a fixed exchange rate for the payment of the foreign
cost of the works in heavy currencies (Deutsche Mark and Swiss Franc). As
the fixed rates were set when bids were called, in early 1974, and the value
of the US Dollar has been declining, the foreign cost of the project expressed
in US'Dollars is increasing. Prior to March 1978, the average exchange
rate for the foreign cost of the project was about US$1 = CFAF 227. If
current exchange rates were to remain stable until project completion, the
project exchange rate for future Bank disbursements would be about
US$1 = CFAF 188. Because of these currency realignments, an overrun of
about US$8.7 million is now to be expected (Annex IV). This overrun will
be entirely borne by the Government.
